Campulung Film Fest este un festival international de film din Campulung Moldovenesc, judetul
Suceava. Scopul acestui eveniment pleaca de la dorinta regenerarii urbane a locului si

deschide orasul catre comunitatea cinefila. Piata centrala a orasului este unul dintre locatiile de

proiectie principale ale festivalului si punctul unde se coaguleaza diverse evenimente de-a
lungul anului, pentru a aduna comunitatea locala. Centrul pietei este marcat de un element
vertical, ce functioneaza ca suport al diferitelor instalatii in timpul acestor evenimente. Scopul
a fost de a evidentia aceasta proprietate a centrului, de a aduna comunitati in jurul sau si de a
inlesni interactiunile sociale. Astfel, in spatiul eminamente public al pietei, este introdus
pavilionul circular ca o limita permeabila, ce creeaza un loc ferit in centru si amplifica
caracterul deschis al pietei la exterior. intre cele doua moduri de a fi, rezultd o miscare si un

schimb de informatii continue: joaca de-a v-ati ascunselea, alergat, plimbat cu role, stat la
vorba sau vizionat filme pe banchetele de lemn. Panzele albe, ce leaga modulele, nu sunt doar
pentru a proteja si delimita spatiul interior, ele ofera un suport pentru transmiterea mesajelor,
formuland participativ idei noi pentru oras. Pavilionul este realizat din materiale locale,
prezenta lui urbana fiind una reversibila. Constructia lui a fost posibila cu ajutorul unui mester
local ce a debitat materia prima, pavilionul fiind apoi pus in opera de catre voluntarii
festivalului in cadrul unor scurte ateliere. Pentru a facilita procesul constructiv si a reutiliza
corpurile in alte editii de festival sau cu alte ocazii, principiul structural este repetitia unor
module nedeformabile cu imbinari simple; modulele sunt prinse intre ele cu tije filetate pentru
a putea fi usor dezasamblate ulterior.

Campulung Film Fest is an international film festival held in Campulung Moldovenesc, Suceava
county. The festival aims to contribute to urban regeneration by engaging the city's cinephile
community. One of the main screening locations of the festival is the city's central square,
where various events bring the local community together throughout the year. The focal point
of the square is a vertical element that serves as a support for multiple installations during
these events. The goal is to emphasize the square's ability to unite communities and
encourage social interactions. To achieve this, a circular pavilion is introduced as a permeable
boundary, creating a sheltered space in the center while maintaining the open character of the
plaza. There is a continuous movement and exchange of information between the interior and
exterior, with activities such as playing, running, rollerblading, conversing, and watching

movies on the wooden benches. The white canvases connecting the modules not only enclose
and define the interior space but also serve as a medium for conveying messages and
generating new ideas for the city in a participatory manner. The pavilion is constructed using
local materials and is designed to have a reversible urban presence. It was built with the
assistance of a local craftsman who prepared the raw materials, while the festival volunteers
completed the pavilion in short workshops. To facilitate construction and enable reuse of the
temporary installation in future festival editions or on other occasions, the pavilion is based on
non-deformable modules with simple joints, fastened together with threaded rods for easy
disassembly.
