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Acest proiect interpreteaza tema competitiei "Cover Me Softly" intr-un mod literal, dar profund.
Natura, reprezentata de vegetatia joasa si ierburi, realizeaza actul de acoperire, in timp ce
obiectul acoperit simbolizeaza societatea noastra contemporana. Fragmentele in forma de
figura umana "sparta " evidentiaza indiferenta si apatia societatii fata de problemele critice de
mediu si sociale. Aceasta metafora subliniaza lipsa noastra de implicare in fata preocuparilor
globale presante. Imaginea naturii care invaluie "bucatile sparte ale societatii" ofera o viziune
intr-un potential viitor, unde autodistrugerea este iminenta. Proiectul sugereaza o lume in care
neglijenta umana duce la propria sa cadere, permitand naturii sa-si revendice locul de drept
printre ruinele civilizatiei. Acest proiect nu doar reflecta starea noastra actuala, dar serveste si
ca o poveste de avertizare, indemnandu-ne sa recunoastem si sa abordam problemele vitale
cu care ne confruntam inainte de a fi prea tarziu. Alegerea pieselor albe, fragmentate, pentru a
reprezenta figura umana este considerata in amanunt. Albul, asociat adesea cu puritatea si
inocenta, contrasteaza puternic cu natura sparta, distrusa a corpului uman, simbolizand starea

fragmentata si deteriorata a societatii. Fragmentele in sine, cu aspectul lor delicat, subliniaza
fragilitatea conditiei noastre actuale. Figura umana distrusa, invaluita de natura, aduce aminte
si de conceptul de "sublim" in arta si literatura, unde frumusetea si puterea naturii evoca un
sentiment de uimire si teroare in acelasi timp. Aceasta dualitate este prezenta in proiect,
privitorul fiind atras de frumusetea acoperirii naturale,iar in acelasi timp confruntat cu
realitatea nelinistitoare a colapsului societal. Proiectul opereaza astfel pe mai multe niveluri,
imbinand atractia esteticd cu un comentariu dur asupra problemelor contemporane. in
realizarea fotografiilor pentru acest proiect, piesele de ghips au fost turnate dupa propriul meu
corp folosind alginat, o tehnica ce capteaza detalii fine si texturi, oferind autenticitate si o nota
personala lucrarii. Aceasta metoda nu doar asigura un nivel inalt de realism, dar creeaza si o
legatura directa intre artist si subiectul lucrarii, facand comentariul asupra starii societatii si
mai patrunzator.
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This project interprets the competition theme "Cover Me Softly" in a literal yet profound
manner. Nature, represented by low vegetation and grasses, performs the act of covering,
while the object being covered symbolizes our contemporary society. The white, fragmented
shells shaped like a 'broken' human figure highlight society's numbness and apathy towards
critical environmental and social issues. This metaphor underscores our disengagement with
pressing global concerns. The imagery of nature enveloping the 'broken pieces of society'
provides a glimpse into a potential future where self-destruction is imminent. It suggests a
world where humanity's neglect leads to its own downfall, allowing nature to reclaim its rightful
place amidst the remnants of civilization. This project not only reflects on our current state but
also serves as a cautionary tale, urging us to recognize and address the vital issues we face
before it's too late. The choice of white, broken shells to represent the human figure is
significant. White, often associated with purity and innocence, contrasts starkly with the
brokenness of the shells, symbolizing the fragmented and deteriorating state of society. The
shells themselves, with their natural and delicate appearance, emphasize the fragility of our

current condition. The use of plaster to mimic stone underscores the idea that our society has
become rigid and unresponsive, encapsulating the emotional and moral numbness that
pervades our interactions with the environment and each other. The broken human figure,
enveloped by nature, also brings to mind the concept of the "sublime" in art and literature,
where the beauty and power of nature evoke a sense of awe and terror. This duality is present
in the project, as the viewer is drawn to the beauty of the natural covering while being
confronted with the unsettling reality of societal collapse. The project thus operates on multiple
levels, blending aesthetic appeal with a stark commentary on contemporary issues. In realizing
the photographs for this project, the pieces of plaster were cast from my own body using
alginate, a technique that captures fine details and textures, lending authenticity and a
personal touch to the work. This method not only ensures a high level of realism but also
creates a direct connection between the artist and the subject matter, making the commentary
on society's condition even more poignant.
