in 1807, Napoleon a demolat un cartier venetian pentru a construi primul parc public al
orasului. In 1895, Bienala a ridicat primele cladiri permanente in Giardini Pubblici. De atunci,
Bienala a restrictionat accesul publicului la doua treimi din parc. O Bienala a decolonizarii ar
trebui s& confrunte aceastd privatizare a spatiului public. Intregul parc ar putea fi deschis in
jumatatea de an fara expozitii. Totusi, portile, zidurile, gardurile, camerele de supraveghere si
garzile inarmate blocheaza accesul public pe tot parcursul anului. Acest paradox al unui spatiu

public inchis publicului este explorat de Unfolding Pavilion pentru a chestiona utilizarea actuala
si viitoare a Giardini. Am afisat #0PENGIARDINI pe marele arc de la intrarea in Bienala si am
inscenat interventii neautorizate in punctele "slabe" ale perimetrului fortificat. Critice si
amuzante, acestea au oferit de asemenea un acces mai demn celor care isi ancoreaza barcile
in Giardini si care trebuie sa-i depaseasca zilnic barierele pentru a ajunge la locul de munca.

In 1807, Napoleon demolished a Venetian neighborhood to establish the city’s first public park.
In 1895, the Biennale built the first permanent buildings in the Giardini Pubblici. Since then, the
Biennale has restricted public access to two-thirds of the park. A decolonization Biennale
should confront this century-old privatization of public space. The entire Giardini could be open
for the half-year without exhibitions. However, gates, walls, fences, CCTV cameras, and armed
guards block public access year-round. This paradox of a public space not open to the public is

explored by the Unfolding Pavilion to address the Giardini's current and future use. We
displayed #OPENGIARDINI on the great arch opposite the Biennale's entry and we staged
unauthorized interventions in "weak" spots along the fortified perimeter. They were critical and
funny, but they also provided more dignified access to those who anchor their boats in the
Giardini and must cross its obstacles every day to get to work.
