PROJECT DESCRIPTION IN MOTHER TONGUE

RoDescrierea proiectului in limba materna HVUA projekt leirdsa a palydazé anyanyelvén SRBQpis projekta na maternjem jeziku

Centru cultural de buzunar. La fata locului - Ne aflam in zona istorica a Bucurestiului, unde casa
individuala cu gradina este inca predominanta in peisajul urban. Cladirea C.D.R.F. este
pozitionata in spatele unei astfel de gradini, flancata de cladiri si curti vecine pe trei din cele
patru laturi ale sale. Intrand pe teren si in final in cladirea propriu-zisa, se descopera un obiect
arhitectural care pare mai mare pe interior decat pe exterior pentru a se integra mai bine in
context. Odata ce intri, te vei afla intr-un centru cultural miniatural, cu spatiu pentru galerie, o
cafenea si o biblioteca. Spatiul interior este partial cu Tnaltime dubla si ajunge la o Thaltime de
5-6 m pentru a permite expozitii mai mari. Cladirea raspunde, de asemenea, conditiilor
preexistente ale amplasamentului in doua moduri semnificative: primul etaj este retras de la
linia de proprietate din spate pentru a lasa loc pentru frunzisul unui copac plantat pe un teren
vecin. Aceasta retragere partiala lasa, de asemenea, loc pentru o fereastra mare care se uita
spre un alt stabiliment cultural mai putin cunoscut (astfel incat cladirea nu intoarce spatele
vecinilor). Pe de alta parte, constructia sustine greutatea cladirilor vecine prin intermediul

intariturilor si structurilor din beton. Atmosfera - Parterul este realizat din beton pur si beton de
canepa. Materialele de constructie si imperfectiunile peretilor si stalpilor sunt Iasate nefinisate
si expuse cu onestitate pentru a evidentia durata indelungata a procesului de constructie.
Forma usor stramba a spatiului interior devine manifestul cladirii - un interes pentru procesul
de productie artistica, un obiect umanizat prin lupta. Primul etaj este mai mult ca un cuib
confortabil al unei pasari. Este aproape in intregime realizat din lemn si permite perspective
directe catre curtile vecine si spatiul galeriei de la parter. Pretext - Cateva elemente aparent
aleatorii ies In evidenta ca repere ale experientei spatiale: o fereastra circulara mare la parter,
o perforatie in tavanul dintre parter si primul etaj, acoperita cu o foaie de sticla de securitate, o
alta deschidere mica in grinda structurala dintre parter si primul etaj. Aceste elemente nu au
neaparat o functie sau un scop - dimpotriva, ele rezista unui scop specific, ies in evidenta
datoritd caracterului lor aparent absurd. in acest fel, ele oferd un pretext perpetuu pentru
actiuni creative si pentru o constanta interogare a experientei spatiale.

Pocket cultural center - On site - We find ourselves in the historical area of Bucharest, where
the individual house with a garden is still the predominant city scape. The C.D.R.F. building is
positioned in the back of one such garden, flanked by neighboring buildings and courtyards on
three of its four sides. While entering the site and ultimately the building itself, one discovers
an architectural object that looks bigger on the inside than it does on the outside to better fit
into the context. Once you go in, you’ll find yourself in a miniature cultural center, featuring
gallery space, a coffee shop, and a library. The interior space is partly double height and
reaches a height of 5-6 m to allow for larger exhibits. The building further responds to the
preexisting conditions of the site in two more significant ways: its first floor is withdrawn from
the backward property line to leave room for the foliage of a tree planted on a neighboring
plot. This partial recession also leaves room for a large window facing a lesser-known cultural
establishment (so the building does not turn its back on the neighbors). On the other hand, the
construction pushes against its surroundings through the concrete reinforcements and support
structures. Atmosphere - The lower floor is pure concrete and hempcrete. The construction

materials and imperfections of the walls and pillars are left unfinished and displayed with
honesty to showcase the long duration of the construction process. The slightly crooked shape
of the interior space becomes the building manifesto - an interest in the process of artistic
production, an object that is humanized by struggle. The first floor is more like the comfortable
nest of a bird. It is almost entirely made of wood and allows for direct perspectives towards the
neighboring courtyards and the gallery space, downstairs. Pretext - Several seemingly random
elements stick out as landmarks of the spatial experience: a large circular window on the
ground floor, a perforation in the sealing between the ground floor and the first floor, covered
with security glass sheet, another small opening in the structural truss between the ground
and first floors. These elements do not necessarily have a function or purpose - on the
contrary, they resist specific purpose, they stick out due to their apparently absurd character.

In doing so they provide perpetual pretext for creative actions and constant questioning of the
spatial experience.
