RoDescrierea proiectului in limba materna HUA projekt leirdsa a palyazé anyanyelvén SRBQpis projekta na maternjem jeziku

F.I.D. a fost creat de un grup de arhitecti, ingineri peisagisti si artisti vizuali, unii dintre ei fiind
locuitori ai cartierului Fabric. F.I.D. s-a manifestat intre limitele fizice ale unei instalatii
arhitecturale participative si codul Fair-Play al fotbalului - un sport orizontal care promoveaza
echipa si colectivul, in timp ce niveleaza relatiile sociale dintre jucatori si spectatori,
deopotriva. Instalatia a fost compusa dintr-o schela multifunctionala si un mini-teren de fotbal,
ambele deservind comunitatea ca o agora simbolica in care au putut fi practicate exprimarea
libera, reflexele comunitare si gesturile democratice. Schela s-a transformat de la o editie la
alta, avand o prezenta discreta si indeplinind rolul de a sustine o serie de pretexte-semnal:
steagurile echipelor, culorile turneului, afisarea tabelului de marcaj, ora, iluminatul ambiental
noaptea sau alte functii neintentionate, cum ar fi suport pentru biciclete. Terenul de fotbal
propriu-zis a avut o dimensiune generala de 25 x 15m, fiind potrivit pentru jocuri 5 vs. 5. A fost
realizat din gazon de iarba naturala asezat pe un pat de pamant nisipos, deasupra pietruirii
existente. A fost principalul organism al interventiei care a evoluat si s-a transformat pe toata

perioada existentei sale. A gazduit un turneu intre echipe mixte din cartier, dar a fost folosit
spontan si ca loc de joaca pentru copiii din cartier, petreceri, noapte de film, expozitie, loc de
adunare in general, starnind interesul comunitatii si al trecatorilor. Atat schela, cat si rolele de
gazon au fost refolosite in alte proiecte de constructie. F.I.D. a oferit o scena de participare si
posibilitatea vecinilor de a fi atat public cat si protagonisti ai evenimentelor derulate.
Disparitatile spatiale si culturale ale cartierului au fost diminuate, rezultand o experienta
colectiva pozitiva si o memorie comunala ludica si afectiva. Pe masura ce oamenii au partajat
instalatia prin intermediul retelelor de socializare, Piata Traian a fost perceputa ca o celebrare a
diversitatii actuale si a oferit o platforma pentru ca locuitorii sa se reuneasca si sa contribuie la
identitatea colectiva a cartierului. Prezenta atipica a ierbii naturale a facut apel la un imaginar
utopic colectiv Tn care o piata urbana devine o oaza de verdeata. Aceasta perspectiva diferita a
Pietei Traian, permite deschiderea catre multiple alte scenarii de utilizare, care pana acum nu
erau disponibile si luate in considerare.

F.I.D. was created by a group architects, landscape engineers and visual artists, some of them
being residents of the Fabric district. It manifested between the physical boundaries of a
participatory architectural installation and the Fair-Play code of football - a horizontal sport that
promotes the team and the collective, while levels the relations between social classes, both
among players and spectators. The installation was composed of a multi-functional scaffolding
and a mini-soccer field, both serving the community as a symbolic agora where free
expression, community gestures, and democracy were performed. The scaffold transformed
from one edition to another, having a discreet presence and fulfilling the role of supporting a
series of pretexts-signals: the flags of the teams, the colors of the tournament, the display of
the scoreboard, the time, the ambient lighting at night, or other unintended functions such as a
bike rack. The soccer field itself had a general size of 25 x 15m, being appropriate for 5 vs. 5
games. It was made of natural grass turf rolls placed on a sandy soil bed, on top of the existing
cobblestone. It was the main organism of the intervention that evolved and transformed during
the entire period of its existence. It hosted a tournament between mixed gender teams from

the neighborhood, but it was also used spontaneously as a playground for neighborhood
children, evening parties , movie-night, exhibition, gathering spot in general, as it aroused the
interest of the community and the passer-by. Both the scaffolding and the turf rolls were reused
in other construction projects. F.I.D. offered a stage for participation and the possibility for the
neighbors to be both protagonists and audience. The spatial and cultural disparities of the
neighborhood were transformed, resulting in a positive collective experience that gave a
playful and affective communal memory. As people shared it trough social media, the Traian
square was perceived as a celebration of the actual diversity and it provided a platform for the
actual residents to engage together and to contribute to the community's collective identity.
The atypical presence of natural grass appealed to a collective utopian imaginary in which an
urban square becomes a green oasis. This different stance of the Traian Square allows the
opening to multiple other scenarios of use, which were not available and taken into account
until now.
