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Orasul Praga gazduieste unele dintre cele mai faimoase lucrari ale arhitectului sloven Joze
Ple¢nik. In cautarea arhitecturii sale, descoperim Biserica Preasfintei Inimi a Domnului nostru,
situata Intr-unul dintre cele mai elegante cartiere din Praga, Vinohrady. Monumentul se afla
intr-un parc flancat de cladiri rezidentiale specifice secolului al XIX-lea, puternic decorate si cu
un aer boem. La scurt timp dupa ce coborarea din tramvai, constat cu stupoare ca intregul
parc se afla intr-un santier de modernizare. Captiva in spatele unui gard metalic Tnalt, biserica
poate fi vazuta doar daca te cateri pe balustradele din apropiere, care marcheaza coborarea la
metrou. Tonul pamantiu al fatadei, structurat de elemente de caramida si intrerupt de un
fronton alb se amesteca acum cu solul intunecat si fin, recent excavat, acoperind-o aproape

complet din anumite perspective. Doar crucea ramane vizibila, ca si cum acest loc sacru ar fi
fost Tngropat de curand. Aproape oriunde ai sta, se aude zgomotul utilajelor, intrerupt doar
pentru scurt timp de sunetul clopotului bisericii. Langa santier, in umbra bisericii, se afla o
mica piata de weekend. Este plina de comercianti si cumparatori, familii cu copii si animalele
lor de companie. Toata lumea pare sa nu fie deranjata de lucrarile care au loc la doar cativa
metri distanta. Macaralele se leagana deasupra umbrelelor si in fata turnului bisericii. Muzica
de la cafenelele din apropiere acopera scartaitul metalic in timp ce oamenii isi vad de rutina lor
zilnica.

The city of Prague is home to some of the most famous works by Slovenian architect Joze
Ple¢nik. In search of his architecture, one comes across the Church of The Most Sacred Heart of
Our Lord, which is located in one of Prague’s most elegant neighborhoods, Vinohrady. The
monument stands in a park surrounded by magnificent, 19th-century stately residential
buildings embroidered in rich ornaments. Shortly after arriving at my destination by tram, | was
surprised to discover that the entire public park was being renovated. Entrapped behind a tall
metal fence, the church can only be seen by climbing the nearby railings of the underground
metro. The earthy tone of its facade, textured by brick elements and disrupted by a clean,
white pediment at the top, now blends with the dark, soft ground that has been excavated as it

almost completely covers it from certain vantage points. Only the cross remains visible, as if
this sacred place had only recently been buried. AlImost everywhere you stand, the sound of
machinery can be heard, interrupted only briefly by the ringing of the church bell. Next to the
construction site, in the shadow of the church, is a small weekend market. It is teeming with
traders and buyers, families with children and their pets, everyone seems unbothered by the
work taking place just a few meters away. Cranes swing above umbrellas and in front of the
church tower. The music from the nearby cafes cover the screeching of metal as people go
about their day.
