Deep in the valley of the River Cerna, between a mountain wall and the river, right on the edge
of Herculane resort, lies an impressive piece of brutalist architecture - the Roman Hotel. Built
between 1974-1976, the entire building stands on huge, sloping concrete pillars, which also
cover and protect the main entrance and a few parkins spots. Underneath, you can only catch
a glimpse of the beautiful scenery of trees and rocks. The sound of running water nearby
reinforces the feeling of being in a cave somewhere. Little light comes through in this dark,
