Ce inseamna impreunad, in arhitectura contemporana? Inseamna optimism si colaborare.
Competitia intre arhitectii consacrati si birourile tinere este dificila fara decenta si respectarea
unui cod deontologic, iar politicile afecteaza moralitatea unei concurente constructive,
estompand ,,impreunad” in fata individualismului. Totusi, optimismul si placerea de a face
arhitectura implica acceptarea provocarilor alaturi de ceilalti actori. Provocarea noastra este sa
facem misionariat in zonele neglijate, care reprezinta un procent ingrijorator din fondul
construit. Arhitectura devine arta prin integrarea aspectelor sociale, estetice si culturale,
influentand comunitatea. O constructie noua poate revitaliza un oras decazut, creand un
precedent. Proiectul trebuie sa fie asimilabil, avand un impact pozitiv. Anduranta, rabdarea si
calmul genereaza siguranta acolo unde exista dubii. Proiectul gradinitei din Otelu Rosu, un oras
industrial decazut, ilustreaza aceasta abordare. Constructia respecta topologia terenului si se
integreaza armonios in contextul natural si social. Astfel, frontul este defensiv, fiind un “zid”
raportat la fondul construit - cartierul de blocuri invechit si fara reconditionari coerente, unitare
sau cu interventii improprii, iar accesul printr-un “pod” simbolic introduce copiii intr-o noua

lume, cu trimitere catre "pont levis”- urile caracteristice, un element de trecere catre lumea lor.

Spatiul de acces imparte circulatia catre cele doua aripi aferente grupelor de copii, acestea
protejand curtea comuna.Fatadele din riflaj de lemn si vitrajele generoase creeaza un spatiu
exterior unitar si cald, reflectand arhitectura rurala locala. Salile de clasa sunt protejate de
riflajele culisante, permitand extinderea spatiului interior in curte. Fatada sudica, cu goluri
orizontale, asigura iluminarea naturala. Acoperisul din tabla antracit, cu pante asimetrice,
accentueaza integrarea in peisajul natural. Proiectul implica colaborarea cu un constructor
local dedicat si suportul primariei, depasind reticentele initiale. Reactiile pozitive confirma
succesul proiectului, demonstrand ca arhitectura poate avea un impact semnificativ in
modelarea viitorului. Impreuna, putem transforma provocarile in oportunitati si crea contexte
favorabile pentru dezvoltare. Va avea impactul preconizat? Va crea un loc? Va ajuta modelarea
prescolarilor care vor utiliza gradinita?

What does "together" mean in contemporary architecture? It means optimism and
collaboration. Competition between established architects and young firms is difficult without
decency and adherence to a code of ethics, and policies affect the morality of constructive
competition, overshadowing "together" with individualism. However, optimism and the joy of
practicing architecture involve accepting challenges alongside other actors. Our challenge is to
work in neglected areas, which represent a worrying percentage of the built environment.
Architecture becomes art by integrating social, aesthetic, and cultural aspects, influencing the
community. A new construction can revitalize a decayed city, setting a precedent. The project
must be assimilable, having a positive impact. Endurance, patience, and calm generate
confidence where there are doubts. The kindergarten project in Otelu Rosu, a decayed
industrial town, illustrates this approach. The construction respects the land's topography and
integrates harmoniously into the natural and social context. The front acts as a "wall" against
the old apartment blocks without coherent refurbishments. The access through a symbolic
"bridge" introduces children to a new world, reminiscent of characteristic "drawbridges," an

element of transition into their world. The access space divides circulation towards the two
wings for children's groups, protecting the common courtyard. Facades of wooden slats and
generous windows create a warm, unified exterior, reflecting local rural architecture.
Classrooms are protected by sliding slats, allowing the interior space to extend into the
courtyard. The southern facade, with horizontal openings, ensures natural lighting. The
anthracite metal roof, with asymmetric slopes, emphasizes integration into the natural
landscape. The project involves collaboration with a dedicated local builder and support from
the city hall, overcoming initial reluctance. Positive reactions confirm the project's success,
demonstrating that architecture can significantly impact the future. Together, we can turn
challenges into opportunities and create favorable contexts for development. Will it have the
anticipated impact? Will it create a place? Will it help shape the preschoolers who will use the
kindergarten? A first step has been successfully taken, and this new "together" should be an
example in itself.
