RoDescrierea proiectului in limba materna HVUA projekt leirdsa a palydzé anyanyelvén SRBQpis projekta na maternjem jeziku

Mobilierul realizat pentru Piata Huet este un mobilier amovibil, reversibil si relocabil dar nascut
din conditiile specifice si de intelegere a contextului respectiv. Sensul proiectului a fost acela
de a conforma locuri si de a aduce oamenii in piata, de a schimba acceptiunea pietei urbane de
astazi, de a crea locuri unde ei sa se opreasca sau chiar de a face posibila functionarea unei
piete agroalimentare volante. Mobilierul este independent de constructii, nu impune taierea
niciunui arbore, ba chiar mai mult, face o reverenta naturii intrand in dialog cu aceasta,
conformand prin geometria propusa locuri la umbra copacilor. Proiectul conformeza prin
geometria lui zone pana la care ulterior se pot deschide posibile spatii si dotari publice in Piata
Huet. In gandul nostru era ideea unui gest ca o coasere a frontului construit al caselor cu
spatiul pietei. Am reperat astfel zone unde am propus activitati asemanatoare. Acest
asemanator dar totusi nuantat a stat la baza realizarii mai multor tipuri de mobilier ce servesc
scopuri diferite: bancheta ,va vedem”, bancile ,,zigzag” respectiv bancile , licheni”. Mobilierul
din zona sediului PSD, bancheta ,va vedem”, a fost inspirat de imaginea “Lantul Baltic” din

1989 cand oamenii au facut un lant uman unindu-si bratele. Aceasta referinta ne-a inspirat in
realizarea mobilierului lung, pus in fata cladirii, orientat frontal, asemanator demersului ,va
vedem”. Bancile ,,zigzag”, gestul coaserii cu rol multiplu. Pozitia sa delimiteaza zona pana la
care s-ar putea extinde functiunea publica a cladirilor de pe acea latura a pietei. Mobilierul este
realizat din tola metalica vopsita in camp electrostatic, vopsea gri-verzui in ton pastelat pentru
discreta asezare in cromatica locului. Aceasta banca este o “coasere” a frontului cu spatiul
pietei, un zigzag printre copaci, punand in valoare natura si sugerand acest gest fluid ce
fnconjoara biserica. Prin acest mobilier din loc in loc pe lungimea lui se poate trece dintr-o
parte in alta si el este ca o tesere a aliniamentului copacilor, tesandu-se in jurul alveolelor
spatiilor verzi ce sunt la baza trunchiurilor copacilor. Mobilierul nu obtureaza caile de circulatie
pietonala si auto. Bancile ,licheni” sunt elemente modulare amplasate unele langa altele
conformand spatii pe sub copaci. Sunt o reverenta adusa naturii, geometria lor imprumutand
din maniera de crestere a naturii.

The furniture built for the Huet Square is reversible and relocatable, yet arising out of the
specific and knowledge conditions of the specific context. The reason of the project was that of
shaping places and of bringing people to the historic square in the medieval core of Sibiu. It
creates places for locals and for visitors and allows for temporary buses, such as a farmers'
market. The furniture is independent from the buildings, it does not require the felling of any
tree; moreover, it bows to nature, as, through its geometry, it shapes shaded spots under the
trees, spots to read in, to relax in, to gaze from, to meet in. The project defines limits for the
extension of public or commercial activities in the square. Our mind was set on "sewing
together” the continuous front of houses together and the space of the square. Thus. we
noticed areas where we suggested similar activities. The nuances underlined the creation of
several types of furniture, which serve different purposes, the ,we can see you”, ,zigzag” and
"lichen” benches. The ,we can see you'" bench was inspired by the 1989 "Baltic Chain", when
people in all three Baltic states claiming independence joined their arms, creating a human

chain. This reference inspired us in creating a long piece of furniture, similar to the ,we can see
you” action-an extended civic protest addressing authoritarian evolutions in the Romanian
society. The ,zigzag” benches are a place to stay, a place to charge your phone, to have a look
at a public information panel, to lie in the shadow. Their positioning delimits the area up to
which the public function of the building on that side of the square can be extended. The
furniture is made of steel sheet painted in electrostatic field, of a pastel greenish grey to
highlight its inclusion in the palette of the place. This bench articulates the buildings and the
space of the square, zigzagging among the trees, making the most of nature and suggesting
this fluid gesture that surrounds the church. From place to place, around the patches of
greenery surrounding the trunks of trees, one can cut across this furniture. It therefore does
not obstruct the pedestrian and vehicle circulation pathways. The ,lichen” benches are
modular elements, placed next to other, defining spaces under the trees. They are a reverence
to nature, their geometry feeding on nature’s manner of growth.
