Instalatia Mirror Your Community, din cadrul Festivalul International de Teatru Sibiu, vorbeste
despre oameni, despre spatiu public si despre un festival care, prin cultura, aduce oamenii in
spatiu public. Oglinda e sa nu te multumesti cu ce vezi in ea, oglinda e sa te bucuri de tine cel
care se priveste dar care isi acorda timp sa nu priveasca doar suprafata formei atractive.
Oglinda e sa intelegem ca avem valoare doar impreuna si ca fiecare cu el insusi contribuie la
binele comun. Oglinda e constientizarea bunul comun, a patrimoniului mostenit, a unui oras in
care au coexistat mai multe culturi si generatii, constientizarea unui timp, ca nu doar prezentul
conteaza si ca prezentul are valoare prin mostenirea lui. Mostenirea inseamna urme construite
dar si memorie individuala. Festivalul International de Teatru Sibiu celebreaza arhitectura
aducand spectacolele in spatiu public, facand din fatadele cladirilor o mare scena sau un mare
fundal pentru locurile intalnirilor oamenilor. Cladirile nu mai sunt doar ale listelor de patrimoniu
ci sunt un patrimoniu viu prin oamenii orasului. Propunerea nu este o asa-zisa oglinda, ci mai
degraba, este un zid lung, fin, subtire, de 18 metri lungime, cu o inaltime de 2 metri si

jumatate cu o caracteristica aparte si anume aceea de a arata. Toate zidurile cladirilor arata
ceva. Fatada unei cladiri este un zid si arata o fata a cladirii, dar fatada cladirii nu are sens fara
interiorul cladirii si fara exteriorul ei. Cu alte cuvinte, o fata nu reprezinta doar o interpunere
intre doua medii. Acest zid lung este o suprafata oglindata foarte clara. Suprafata asta
oglindata foarte clara este o fotografie a tot ceea ce se intampla in afara dar si in interiorul
unui loc. In afara fiindca oglindeste spatiul cetatii - spatiul strangerii impreuna - si, cel mai
important intr-un festival este aflarea impreuna a oamenilor care cauta cultura. Interiorul
cladirii nu este vizibil, simpla situare in fata zidului, a oglinzii, nu permite vederea in parterul
casei albastre. Imaginea va fi a unui parter al casei albastre decupat de imaginea publica.
Oglinda transforma spatiul public. Aceasta arata cum sunt persoanele in acel spatiu public, dar
permite si spatiului public sa intre in cladire. Oglinda duce spatiul public si din perspectiva
privitorului, apartii parterului casei albastre, impreuna cu toti ceilalti care sunt langa si se
oglindesc in zid.

The installation "Mirror Your Community," part of the Sibiu International Theatre Festival,
speaks about people, public space, and a festival that, through culture, brings people into
public spaces. The mirror is not just about accepting what you see in it; it's about taking
pleasure in the person who looks back at you while also taking the time to see beyond the
surface of attractive appearances. The mirror is about understanding that our value lies in
unity, and that each individual contributes to the common good. It is about realizing the
common good, the inherited heritage, in a city where multiple cultures and generations have
coexisted, and understanding that time is not just about the present but that the present gains
value through its legacy. Heritage means constructed traces as well as individual memory. The
Sibiu International Theatre Festival celebrates architecture by bringing performances to public
spaces, turning building facades into grand stages or backgrounds for people to gather.
Buildings are no longer just on a heritage list; they are a living heritage through the people of
the city. The installation is not so much a so-called mirror but more like a long, thin, and tall

wall, 18 meters in length, with a unique feature, and that is to show. All building walls show
something. A building's facade is a wall showing one face of the building, but the facade has no
meaning without the building's interior and exterior. In other words, a facade is not merely an
interface between two environments. This long wall is a highly reflective surface. This clear
mirror surface is a photograph of everything happening both outside and inside a place. It
reflects the city space - the space of coming together, and, most importantly, in a festival, it
reflects people who seek culture coming together. The building's interior is not visible; merely
standing in front of the wall, the mirror does not allow a view into the ground floor of the blue
house. The image will be of a ground floor of the blue house isolated from the public image.
The mirror transforms public space. It shows how people are in that public space but also
allows the public space to enter the building. The mirror brings public space from the viewer's
perspective, making you part of the ground floor of the blue house, along with all the others
who are nearby and reflected on the wall.
