PROJECT DESCRIPTION IN MOTHER TONGUE

RoDescrierea proiectului in limba materna HVUA projekt leirdsa a palydzé anyanyelvén SRBQpis projekta na maternjem jeziku

Intr-un spatiu compact de 40mp cu pereti albi si gresie patrata gri, am avut provocarea de a
proiecta un interior pentru o florarie. Conceptul s-a invartit in jurul unui perete curbat izbitor
care actioneaza ca o ,panglica” cu rolul de a Tmparti elegant zona, creand o limita intre
vizitatori si spatiul de organizare din spate. Pentru a pune in valoare florile, s-a luat o decizie
indrazneata de a vopsi fundalul in negru, permitand , panglicii” si florilor sa iasa in evidenta.
Pentru a atrage atentia asupra expozitiilor florale, au fost create mici structuri de tip
amfiteatru, cu lumini atent dirijate, subliniind frumusetea florilor. Peretele verde joaca un rol de
fundal natural, facand florile punctul de interes al spatiului. in completare, un tavan suspendat
din lemn care va fi impodobit cu plante a adaugat o nota de natura, armonizandu-se cu gresia
existenta. lluminatul pozitionat cu atentie a accentuat si mai mult aranjamentele, asigurandu-
se ca acestea sunt in centrul atentiei. Pastrandu-se gresia existenta din motive de buget,
materialele noi alese s-au adaptat perfect la cele existente, creand un interior coeziv vizual
pentru florarie. In inima spatiului, o insuld centrald de lucru a fost plasata strategic pentru a

servi drept zona de pregatire pentru flori, oferind un punct focal functional, dar cu impact
vizual. Aceasta insula, un amestec de gri si lemn, s-a remarcat ca un element greu si aspru in
Tmprejurimile mai blande ale designului. Prezenta sa a adaugat o dimensiune tactila si practica
spatiului, oferind un contrast robust cu eleganta generala a interiorului. Insula nu numai ca a
facilitat munca florarilor, ci a servit si ca o ancora vizuala, armonizandu-se cu conceptul de
design. La intrare, sub logo-ul minimalist, a fost amenajat un spatiu primitor cu doua scaune si
0 masuta de cafea, invitand vizitatorii sa se relaxeze in timp ce isi asteapta buchetele frumos
aranjate. Aceasta zona de asteptare a oferit un moment de ragaz in mijlocul splendorii florale,
fmbunatatind experienta generala a clientilor. Adiacent logo-ului, o oglinda rotunda a fost
pozitionata strategic, reluand motivul circular al arcadelor gratioase din fundalul verde si
adaugand o nota de simetrie vizuala si eleganta spatiului. Acest aranjament atent nu a servit
doar unui scop functional, ci s-a si corelat perfect cu naratiunea designului, creand o atmosfera
armonioasa si primitoare pentru vizitatorii magazinului de flori.

In a compact white-walled and gray-tiled space of 40 square meters, the challenge of
designing an interior for a flower shop unfolded. The concept revolved around a striking curved
wall acting as a "ribbon" that elegantly divided the area, creating a limit between visitors and
the back organizing space. To enhance the flowers, a bold decision was made to paint the
background black, allowing the "ribbon" and the flowers to pop. To draw attention to the floral
displays, small amphitheater-like structures with carefully directed lights were created,
emphasizing the beauty of the blooms. The green “ribbon” wall served as a natural backdrop,
making the flowers the focal point of the space. Complementing this, a floating wooden ceiling
that will be adorned with plants added a touch of nature, harmonizing with the existing tile
floor. Carefully positioned lighting further accentuated the floral arrangements, ensuring they
took center stage. The choice of new materials seamlessly integrated with the budget
constraints, creating a cohesive and visually striking interior for the flower shop. In the heart of
the space, a central working island was strategically placed to serve as a preparation area for
the flowers, providing a functional yet visually impactful focal point. This island, a blend of grey

and wood, stood out as a heavy and rough element amidst the softer surroundings of the
design. Its presence added a tactile and practical dimension to the space, offering a sturdy and
purposeful contrast to the elegance of the overall interior. The island not only facilitated the
florists' work but also served as a visual anchor, harmonizing with the design concept while
adding a touch of grounded sophistication to the flower shop's ambiance. At the entrance,
beneath the minimalist logo, a welcoming space was intentionally crafted with two chairs and a
coffee table, inviting visitors to relax as they awaited their beautifully arranged bouquets. This
cozy seating area provided a moment of respite amidst the floral splendor, enhancing the
overall customer experience. Adjacent to the logo, a round mirror was strategically positioned,
echoing the graceful arches of the green background "ribbon", adding a touch of visual
symmetry and elegance to the space. This thoughtful arrangement not only served a functional
purpose but also tied in seamlessly with the design narrative, creating a harmonious and
inviting atmosphere for the visitors of the flower shop.
