RoDescrierea proiectului in limba materna HYA projekt leirasa a palyazé anyanyelvén SRBEQpis projekta na maternjem jeziku

Acest proiect fotografic este fundamentat pe o idee bivalenta. Aici, tematica ,Cover me softly”
se intruchipeaza in armonizarea dintre spatiile urbane si natura. Structuri ce se regasesc in
mediul urban ca rezultat al actiunii omului convietuind cu elemente naturale. Fotografiile au
fost realizate in zona strazilor Constantin Disescu si lacob Negruzzi. Ideea centrala a proiectului
consta in evidentierea legaturii dintre trecut (reprezentat de cladiri vechi realizate in timpul
anilor 70 din romania ) si prezent reprezentat de vegetatia vie ce acopera unele cladiri.
Vegetatia vie de pe cladiri poate fi 0 modalitate eficienta de a imbunatati calitatea vietii in
orase, atat pentru oameni cat si pentru mediul inconjurator. Beneficiile plantelor existente pe
suprafata cladirilor sunt diverse si multiple, toate intrunind conceptul dezvoltarii durabile. In

primul rand productia de oxigen in zonele urbane este favorizata, pe de alta parte calitatea
aerului este imbunatatita ( plantele absorb oxigen si elimina dioxidul de carbon din aer). Un alt
factor este reducerea poluarii (vegetatia asimileaza si degradeaza pesticidele, si alte substante
chimice din aer si apad). Privind din alt punct de vedere, estetica cladirii este imbunatatita prin
contrastul dintre arhitectura si vegetatie. Acest proiect reprezinta totodata un apel de
incurajare a indreptarii atentiei catre cladirile ce au la baza dezvoltarea durabild, sperand ca
numarul acestora sa creasca. Din punct de vedere simbolic, duritea materialelor de constructie
vine in opozitie totala cu delicatetea plantelor, cladirile fiind acoperite”delicat” de vegetatie.

This photographic project is based on a bivalent idea. Here, the "Cover me softly" theme is
embodied in the harmony between urban spaces and nature. Structures found in the urban
environment as a result of human action living with natural elements. The photos were taken in
the area of Constantin Disescu and lacob Negruzzi streets. The central idea of the project
consists in highlighting the link between the past (represented by old buildings built during the
70s in Romania) and the present represented by the living vegetation that covers some
buildings. Living vegetation on buildings can be an effective way to improve the quality of life
in cities, both for people and the environment. The benefits of existing plants on the surface of
buildings are diverse and multiple, all meeting the concept of sustainable development. First of

all, oxygen production in urban areas is favored, on the other hand, air quality is improved
(plants absorb oxygen and remove carbon dioxide from the air). Another factor is reducing
pollution (vegetation assimilates and degrades pesticides, and other chemicals in the air and
water). Looking at it from another point of view, the aesthetics of the building is enhanced by
the contrast between architecture and vegetation. This project is also a call to encourage
attention to buildings based on sustainable development, hoping that their number will
increase. From a symbolic point of view, the hardness of the building materials is in total
opposition to the delicacy of the plants, the buildings being "delicately" covered by vegetation.
