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Terenul are o configuratie geometrica trapezoidala, iar ocuparea lui este rezultatul studiilor de
insorire si de trama stradala, dar si trasarii unei noi artere interne - in prelungirea Strazii Pajura
- care ofera coerenta in planificarea urbana a zonei si va fi necesara dezvoltarilor ulterioare.
Interventia vine ca raspuns generator de structura intr-un context urban destructurat si consta
intr-un ansamblu de tip incinta format din 4 corpuri de cladire asezate perimetal pe laturile
terenului rezultat, eliberand zona din mijlocul sitului, care devine un spatiu accesibil publicului,
partial plantat - o curte comuna elevata de la nivelul strazii. Vis-a-vis, de-a lungul strazii nou
create, se asaza o constructie lamelara, parte integranta a ansamblului. Configuratia
volumetrica asigura fiecarui apartament, indiferent de tipologie si pozitionare, o iluminare
naturala adecvata si un spatiu exterior individual - fie sub forma unui balcon sau a unei logii.
Diversitatea experientelor de locuire se reflecta atat in varietatea spatiala si morfologica a
apartamentelor, precum si in orientarea cardinala si relatia vizuala cu peisajul urban. Pe langa

curte, exista si alte elementele de sustinere ale coeziunii comunitare si infrastructurii sociale
ale ansamblului - spatii interioare si exterioare ce pot fi accesate si utilizate in comun de catre
rezidenti si vizitatori - terasele circulabile, chicinetele, centrul comunitar si spatiile comune
luminate natural ale coridoarelor de acces contribuie la calitatea vietii in cadrul complexului de
apartamente. Fragmentarea volumului, cromatica si detaliul dat de texturi si substructuri ofera
identitate si reduc scara ansamblului. Perceptia la nivelul ochiului va deveni cu atat mai
familiara, cu cat spatiile verzi amenajate vor evolua in timp. La bulevard, cladirea este
amplasata in aliniamentul existent al zonei, favorizand relatia cu cartierul extins si crearea unui
anumit tip de urbanitate prin largirea domeniului public cu o piateta in trepte la care cladirea
se articuleaza formal printr-un portic pe dubla Tnaltime, dublat de un perete cortina, iar
functional prin pozitionare aici a spatiilor publice.

The land has a trapezoidal geometric configuration, and its development is the result of studies
on sunlight exposure and street layout, as well as the design of a new internal artery -
extending from Pajura Street - which provides coherence in the urban planning of the area and
will be necessary for future developments. The intervention emerges as a generative response
to structure within a disorganized urban context and consists of a compound of enclosed
buildings formed by four perimeter-placed structures on the resulting land. This frees up the
central zone of the site, transforming it into a space accessible to the public, partially planted -
an elevated communal courtyard above street level. Opposite, along the newly created street,
a lamellar construction is positioned, an integral part of the ensemble. The volumetric
configuration ensures that each apartment, regardless of typology or placement, receives
adequate natural lighting and an individual outdoor space - either in the form of a balcony or a
loggia. The diversity of living experiences is reflected both in the spatial and morphological
variety of the apartments, as well as in their cardinal orientation and visual relationship with
the urban landscape. The fragmentation of the volume, chromatic diversity, and the detail

provided by textures and substructures give the ensemble identity and reduce its overall scale.
Perception at eye level becomes increasingly familiar as the landscaped spaces evolve over
time. In addition to the courtyard, there are other elements that support the communal
cohesion and social infrastructure of the ensemble - interior and exterior spaces that can be
accessed and used collectively by residents and visitors. Accessible circulation terraces,
kitchenettes, the community center, and naturally lit common spaces along the access
corridors all contribute to the quality of life within the apartment complex. The fragmentation
of the volume, chromatic diversity, and the detail provided by textures and substructures give
the ensemble identity and reduce its overall scale. Perception at eye level becomes
increasingly familiar as the landscaped spaces evolve over time. Towards the boulevard, the
building is aligned with the existing layout of the area, favoring a connection with the extended
neighborhood and creating a certain type of urbanity by expanding the public domain with a
stepped plaza.
