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Initiativa MIC (Mociur Industrial Collection) reprezinta un proiect inovator pentru pastrarea
patrimoniului industrial al Resitei. Aceasta a inceput prin gasirea si conservarea matritelor
industriale de turnare de pe fosta platforma industriala Mociur. Toate cladirile de pe platforma
Mociur au fost demolate pana in 2021, singura cladire ramasa continua sa produca cuzineti,
oferind un camin muzeului MIC, cel mai mic "muzeu” industrial din Romania. Muzeul MIC, situat
intr-un fost laborator, beneficiaza de sprijinul Nhood Romania, care a facilitat utilizarea acestui
spatiul. Initiativa a reusit nu doar conservarea unor artefacte industriale valoroase, ci si crearea
unui loc de educatie si implicare comunitara. Un aspect captivant al muzeului MIC este
organizarea periodica a demonstratiilor si atelierelor de turnare de aluminiu. in aceste sesiuni
se folosesc matritele salvate pentru a crea obiecte mici (fusaraie), cum ar fi desfacatoare,
numere si plachete. Aceste activitati nu doar pastreaza vie o tehnologie traditionala, ci si
implica publicul in procesul creativ, consolidand legatura dintre trecutul si prezentul industrial
al Resitei. Demolarea masiva a cladirilor de pe platforma Mociur a lasat un gol in peisajul

urban, dar initiativa MIC reprezinta un exemplu de cum singurul spatiu industrial poate fi
reimaginat si reutilizat si devine un sanctuar al memoriei industriale. Aceasta nu este doar un
loc de expozitie, ci si un centru de invatare, unde comunitatea poate sa se reconecteze cu
istoria sa industriala. Proiectele de acest fel demonstreaza ca valorile istorice si culturale pot fi
pastrate si reinterpretate intr-un mod care sa serveasca atat comunitatea locala, cat si
vizitatorii. Muzeul MIC este o dovada ca, prin creativitate si dedicare, chiar si cele mai mici
initiative pot avea un impact semnificativ asupra pastrarii identitatii noastre culturale si
istorice. Muzeul MIC nu este doar o colectie de artefacte, ci un testament al rezilientei si
ingeniozitatii comunitatii resitene, o invitatie de a reflecta asupra trecutului si de a ne inspira
pentru viitor. Prin urmare, initiativa MIC reprezinta nu doar o conservare a patrimoniului
industrial, ci si o reconectare a valorilor comunitatii, oferind un model de urmat pentru alte
orase si regiuni cu un trecut industrial similar.
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The MIC (Mociur Industrial Collection) initiative represents an innovative project dedicated to
preserving the industrial heritage of Resita. It began with the discovery and conservation of
casting molds from the former Mociur industrial platform. All the buildings from the Mociur
platform were demolished until 2021, and the sole remaining building continues to produce
plain shaft bearings, providing a new home for MIC, the smallest industrial museum in
Romania. Located in a former laboratory, MIC benefits from the support of Nhood Romania,
which facilitated the use of this space to save the industrial memory of Resita. The initiative
has succeeded not only in preserving valuable industrial artifacts but also in creating a place
for education and community engagement.One of the most captivating aspects of MIC is the
periodic organization of aluminum casting demonstrations and workshops. During these
sessions, the saved casting molds are used to create small objects such as bottle openers,
numbers, and plaques. These activities not only keep traditional technology alive but also
involve the public in the creative process, strengthening the link between Resita's industrial
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past and present. The massive demolition of buildings on the Mociur platform left a void in the
urban landscape, but the MIC initiative exemplifies how such spaces can be reimagined and
repurposed. The building housing the museum, being the only survivor, becomes a sanctuary
of industrial memory. It serves not only as an exhibition space but also as a learning center
where the community can reconnect with its industrial history. Efforts to integrate industrial
heritage into the urban present are particularly valuable. Projects like this demonstrate that
historical and cultural values can be preserved and reinterpreted in ways that serve both the
local community and visitors. MIC is proof that, through creativity and dedication, even the
smallest initiatives can significantly impact preserving our cultural and historical identity. MIC is
not just a collection of artifacts but a testament to the resilience and ingenuity of the Resita
community, an invitation to reflect on the past and draw inspiration for the future. Thus, the
MIC initiative represents not only the conservation of industrial heritage but also offering a
model for other cities and for other cities and regions with a similar industrial past.
