Parte a primei editii a festivalului FAST, Festival for Architecture Schools of Tomorrow, sub tema
Sustainable Futures, expozitia organizata in cadrul Cazarmei U abordeaza tema sustenabilitatii
atat prin utilizarea unui spatiu abandonat, intentionat ne reamenajat cu ocazia evenimentelor
cat si prin reutilizarea tuturor obiectelor din cadrul acesteia in spatiile facultatii ulterior.
Expozitia FAUT 50+3 reprezinta un colaj de proiecte - diverse discipline, generatii, ani
universitari - o structurare tematica a haosului creativ, impartita intre istoria facultatii, cei 50
de ani sarbatoriti Tn 2020, si prezentul acesteia, respectiv ultimii 3 ani universitari, Tn particular
post pandemie, marcati de schimbari de viziune, abordare si digitalizare. Expozitia colaj
prezinta povestea discontinua ilustrata prin proiectele din cadrul celor doua licente, Arhitectura
si Mobilier si amenajari interioare, cele 3 masterate, Restaurare si Regenerare Patrimoniala,
Urbanism si Amenajarea Teritoriului, Tendinte, materiale si tehno- logii noi in arhitectura de
interior, activitatile de practica organizate si proiectele de cercetare elaborate. Cazarma U
gazduieste sub umbrela "dupa sculptura” o prezentare non liniara, sub forma de colaj de
povesti - obiectele, machete, create in cadrul licentei de arhitectura in ultimii 20 de ani.

locuirii in mediul urban este ilustrata prin proiectele anilor 2, 3 si 5. Inspirata de expozitia
organizata in acelasi spatiu Monumental si efemer. Memorie sculptata, selectia de pseudo-
sculpturi incadreaza ciclul de formare a studentilor de arhitectura prezentand in paralel
proiecte realizate in primul si ultimul an de studiu. Acoperind 20 de generatii, temele, stilurile
arhitecturale, problemele abordate formeaza un mozaic al identitatii scolii de arhitectura din
Timisoara.

Part of the first edition of FAST, Festival for Architecture Schools of Tomorrow, under the theme
Sustainable Futures, the exhibition organized within the U Barracks addresses the theme of
sustainability both through the use of an abandoned space, intentionally not refurbished for
the event and through the reuse of all the objects within it in the faculty spaces afterwards.
The FAUT 50+ 3 exhibition represents a collage of projects - different disciplines, generations,
academic years - a thematic structuring of the creative chaos, divided between the history of
the faculty, the 50 years celebrated in 2020, and its present, namely the last 3 academic
years, in particular post pandemic, marked by changes in vision, approach and digitalization.
The collage exhibition presents the discontinuous story illustrated by the projects of the two
bachelor's degrees, Architecture and Furniture and Interior Design, the 3 master's degrees, the
organized practice activities and the research projects developed. The U Barracks hosts under
the umbrella of "after sculpture" a non-linear presentation in the form of a collage of stories -
the objects, models, created in the framework of the architecture degree in the last 20 years.

The theme of living in the urban environment is illustrated by projects from years 2, 3 and 5.
Inspired by the exhibition organized in the same space Monumental and Ephemeral. Sculptural
Memory, the selection of pseudo-sculptures frames the training cycle of architecture students
by presenting in parallel projects realized in the first and last year of study. Covering 20
generations, the themes, architectural styles, and issues addressed form a mosaic of the
identity of the Timisoara School of Architecture. The theme of the collage is carried further in
the organization of the exhibits and their interaction with the space, overlapping histories,
materialities, new and old, physical space and imaginary worlds. The black wall leads visitors
to the entrance, the gaps allowing the framing of central elements of the exhibition without,
however, allowing the route to be short-circuited. The use of large tables placed in the center
of the spaces open up multiple routes for visitors to traverse the exhibition, each generating its
own collage, omitting or returning to certain areas, and constantly presenting the exhibits in
the context of the decaying space.
