RoDescrierea proiectului in limba materna HVYA projekt leirdsa a palydzé anyanyelvén SRBQpis projekta na maternjem jeziku

In proximitatea fostei Fabrici de Trasuri, cladirea de birouri cu spatiu bistro din strada Romulus
23 s-a materializat prin proiectul de extindere si conversie al unui imobil interbelic, respectiv
fosta locuinta Mazil.Directiile majore ale proiectului s-au constituit prin interogarea relatiei cu
locul, atat la nivel urbanistic, cat si prin raportarea la existent, pentru a constitui o constructie
de destinatie publica intr-o manierad non-intruziva.intrucéat lotul descrie o deschidere redusa la
strada, zona amenajata este dispusa in plan secund, aspect care, alaturi de contextul
constructiei extinse, s-au transpus in abordarea noului ansamblu. Acesta a fost gandit ca un joc
de volume si relatii vizuale ce invita la descoperirea sa graduala din strada Romulus. Istoricul
casei Mazil cuprinde trei etape de constructie, amprenta initiala fiind atribuita unei locuinte
desfasurate pe un singur nivel, presupus auctoriata de Jean Berthet in 1885. Asupra acestuia s-
a intervenit in doua randuri in perioada interbelica. Pe amprenta tronsonului sudic a fost
propus un volum articulat de corpul vechii locuinte, prin nodul de circulatie si terasele dispuse
deasupra accesului principal. Retragerile au fost folosite pentru a crea un discurs ierarhic

echilibrat intre planurile frontale ale constructiei noi si ale fostei locuinte. intre acestea, casa
scarii se prefigureaza ca element de reper al ansamblului, a carui iluminare prin inchiderea din
sticla sablata determina un efect de ,far”.Dislocarea in unghi ascutit a tronsoanelor sudice este
justificata atat de conservarea arborelui, cat si de functionalitate, dirijand parcursul prin trepte
si spatii multifunctionale catre terasa bistro-ului de la demisol. in plan vertical, zonele
functionale au fost diferentiate pe seminivele, iar decalajul dintre acestea a fost valorificat prin
goluri, potentand relatiile vizuale intre diferite incaperi si exterior sau doar intre spatiile
interioare. Aceasta fluidizare a comunicarii vizuale asigura o experienta spatiala unificata, lipsa
barierelor fiind complementara situatiei impuse de sit si de limita aparenta dintre nou si
vechi.Principiul de deschidere se reflecta in vitrajele ample de pe fatada principala,
concentrand directiile de privire catre arbore. Placajul de caramida, menit sa indulceasca
prezenta corpului nou, este continuat cu traforaje in dreptul canaturilor mobile, sustinand
privirea filtrata. Pandantivii de caramida aparenta au fost utilizati in demarcarea interventiei.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION IN ENGLISH

In the vicinity of the former Carriage Factory, within a protected area, the office building with
bistro space at 23 Romulus Street was developed through the expansion and conversion of the
interwar Mazil residence. The project aimed to integrate a public destination building in a non-
intrusive manner, considering both the urban context and the existing structure. The lot’s
limited street frontage led to the design being set back, creating a visual relationship that
invites gradual discovery from Romulus Street. The Mazil house has a history of three
construction phases, beginning with a single-story residence possibly authorized by Jean
Berthet in 1885, and modified twice during the interwar period. A new volume, articulated from
the old residence, was added on the southern footprint, incorporating circulation nodes and
terraces above the main entrance. The design balances the new construction’s frontal planes

with the old residence, with the staircase emerging as a key feature, its frosted glass creating a
“lighthouse” effect. The southern sections are angled to conserve a tree and enhance
functionality, guiding visitors from steps and multifunctional spaces to the bistro terrace in the
basement. The design employs vertical differentiation of functional areas and offsets between
them, using openings to enhance visual connections between rooms and the exterior. Large
windows on the main facade reflect the principle of openness, focusing views towards the tree.
The brick cladding, with perforations in front of movable panels, softens the new structure’s
presence while supporting filtered views. The use of visible brick and exposed concrete aligns
with the materiality of the original structure, maintaining visible rafters in the attic as a
reference to the original roof.
