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Gradina Casei Jakab Toffler este un creuzet comunitar, locul unde rezidentii imobilului din
strada C.T. Petrescu nr. 4, se asociaza in jurul unor activitati familiale, alaturi de prieteni si
cunoscuti, precum si in jurul unor activitati administrative. Odata cu infiintarea asociatiei Casa
Jakab Toffler, primele proiecte culturale au propus consolidarea acestor functii si imbunatatirea
mobilierului urban existent, laolalta cu adaugarea unor elemente noi (ecran de proiectie, lada
de compost, mobilier de gradina, cuptor de gatit, CoLiza 2.0, micro-muzeul Typogarden/
Typopassage, etc). Cuprinse sub titlul programului ,Social Fabric” (trei editii), gradina s-a
transformat totodata dintr-un spatiu privat intr-unul public, deschis vecinilor din cartier si a
publicului larg. Referindu-se la tesutul social al cartierului (social fabric) din care face parte
imobilul, acest program a propus o serie de actiuni pornite din experienta traiului cotidian, a
unor nevoi punctuale si a unor ritualuri comune. Dintr-o perspectiva urbanistica, ele au testat si
implementat solutii de locuire ce au pornit in sensul invers planificarii, prin organizarea directa,
nevoia imbunatatirii vietii la comun si coagularea identitatii locale. Gradina casei a devenit
astfel un kit organic de activare urbana, o forma prin care teritoriul comun este populat de

energia locatarilor si a rezidentelor artistice si cercetare din cadrul Casei Jakab Toffler, tinand
cont de caracterul multicultural al casei si disparitatile sale sociale. Aceste rezidente au propus
procese colaborative si evenimente la scara larga si medie, situate la intersectia dintre
activarea comunitara, arhitectura si arta participativa si au cuprins prezentari, dezbateri,
ateliere de gradinarit, gastronomie, arta, seri de teatru si film documentar, concerte si
expozitii, editarea ziarului Vocile Fabricului, organizarea unui campionat de fotbal amator
s.a.m.d. imbunatatirea continua a gradinii Casei Jakab Toffler nu ar fi fost posibila fara practica
arhitecturala realizata intre 2022-2024 de studentii anului | ai Facultatii de Arhitectura si
Urbanism Timisoara (FAUT) coordonati de arh. Bogdan Isopescu, ce permite consolidarea
spatiului privat si cel public, solidaritatea si implementarea unor noi forme de convivialitate sau
schimburi diferite de bunuri si idei. Proiectele ce au luat nastere in gradina casei s-au
materializat prin actiuni ce au valorificat patrimoniul material, dar mai ales componenta umana
existenta.

The Garden of the Jakab Toffler House is a community melting pot, a place where the residents
of the building on C.T. Petrescu Street no. 4 gather around family activities, along with friends
and acquaintances, as well as around administrative activities. With the establishment of the
Jakab Toffler House association, the first cultural projects aimed to strengthen these functions
and improve the existing urban furniture, along with adding new elements (projection screen,
compost bin, garden furniture, cooking oven, CoLiza 2.0, Typogarden/Typopassage micro
museum, etc.). Under the program titled "Social Fabric" (three editions), the garden was
transformed from a private space into a public one, open to neighborhood residents and the
general public. Referring to the social fabric of the neighborhood in which the building is
located, this program proposed a series of actions derived from the experience of daily living,
specific needs, and common rituals. From an urban planning perspective, they tested and
implemented housing solutions that started in reverse of traditional planning, through direct
organization, the need to improve communal life, and the consolidation of local identity. Thus,
the garden of the house became an organic kit for urban activation, a form through which the

common territory is populated by the energy of the residents and the artistic and research
residencies within the Jakab Toffler House, considering the multicultural character of the house
and its social disparities. These residencies proposed collaborative processes and medium to
large-scale events, situated at the intersection of community activation, architecture, and
participatory art, including presentations, debates, gardening workshops, gastronomy, art,
theater and documentary film evenings, concerts and exhibitions, the editing of the "Vocile
Fabricului" newspaper, organizing an amateur football championship, and more. The
continuous improvement of the Jakab Toffler House garden would not have been possible
without the architectural practice carried out between 2022-2024 by first-year students of
FAUT UPT, coordinated by architect Bogdan Isopescu, which allowed for the consolidation of
private and public spaces, solidarity, and the implementation of new forms of conviviality or
various exchanges of goods and ideas. The projects that emerged in the garden of the house
materialized through actions that valued the material heritage, but especially the existing
human component.
