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RoDescrierea proiectului in limba materna HYA projekt leirasa a palyazé anyanyelvén SRBEQpis projekta na maternjem jeziku

Scopul nostru a fost de la bun Tnceput sa capturam esenta sacrificiului armatei muntenegrene
in lupta. Procesul de design a fost profund Tnradacinat in dialectica acestui eveniment istoric:
directiva militara tangibila de a mentine linia si de a castiga timp pentru aliati contrasta cu
actul monumental de sacrificiu si dramaturgiile umane ulterioare. Am urmarit sa transmitem
rezistenta in cea mai pura forma a ei. Simultan, peisajul natural - un deal ondulat, partial
fmpadurit - cerea un contrast puternic: o forma definitiva stand hotarata impotriva fundalului
organic, incarnand rezistenta si hotararea. Explorarile noastre formale s-au invartit in jurul
acestui joc de contrast. Functia memorialului a implicat inherent conceptul de timp,
reprezentand o calatorie liniara, un pelerinaj. Comemorarea inseamna in esenta procesiune.
Am cautat sa reinterpretam si sa integram elemente care evocau experientele soldatilor in
transee si reperele care li indrumau catre pozitiile inamice. Acest concept a influentat expozitia
permanentd, pe care am conceput-o ca pe un traseu, reflectand calatoria soldatilor. De
asemenea, traversarea exterioara a cladirii a fost conceputa ca o ascensiune catre punctele de

observare de pe terasa memorialului, unde soldatii din otel COR-TEN stau intr-un tribut
solemn.Respectand terenul natural, arhitectura urmeaza cu gratie contururile existente,
transformand inclinarea sitului intr-un design functional si simbolic. Cladirea se desfasoara pe
doua nivele, armonizandu-se cu peisajul natural. Parterul, cu doua intrari reminiscente ale
liniilor de transee, este impartit in doua volume distincte. Volumul principal cuprinde zona de
primire, galeria permanenta dedicata Bataliei de la Mojkovac, facilitati sanitare si birouri
esentiale pentru personal si curatorii. Acest volum ofera, de asemenea, acces la sala
multifunctionala de pe nivelul inferior. Volumul secundar de la parter gazduieste o biblioteca
tematica, un bufet si un magazin de suveniruri, toate deschizandu-se catre o terasa spatioasa.
Nivelul inferior este dedicat unei zone multifunctionale care ofera vederi panoramice exterioare
si acces la platforma inferioara. Acest nivel include, de asemenea, o zona de depozitare si
spatii tehnice. Terasa cladirii este inima memorialului, accesibila de pe traseul principal si
prezentand o instalare densa de elemente metalice de corten, simbolizand corpul de armata.
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PROJECT DESCRIPTION IN ENGLISH

Our goal was to capture the essence of the Montenegrin army's sacrifice during battle. The
design process was rooted in the historic event - the military directive to hold the line
contrasted with the act of sacrifice and human dramas. We aimed to convey pure resistance.
The natural landscape, an undulating, partially wooded hilltop, demanded a stark contrast: a
resolute form against the organic backdrop embodying resistance. Our formal explorations
focused on this juxtaposition. The memorial's function involved representing a linear journey, a
pilgrimage. Commemoration means procession. We integrated elements evoking soldiers'
experiences in the trenches and landmarks guiding them. This concept influenced the
permanent exhibition designed as a path mirroring the soldiers' journey. The exterior of the
building ascends toward observation points with corten steel soldiers as tribute.The
architecture respects the natural terrain, following existing contours and transforming the site's
gradient into a functional design. The building spans two levels, harmonizing with the
landscape. The ground floor, with trench-like entrances, includes a reception area, a gallery

dedicated to the Battle of Mojkovac, offices, and a multifunctional hall. A thematic library, a
buffet, and a souvenir shop are on the ground floor's secondary volume opening onto a terrace.
The lower level features a multifunctional area with exterior views and lower platform access,
along with storage and technical spaces. The memorial's terrace, accessible from the main
path, showcases corten metal elements symbolizing the army corps, serving as both sentinels
and a lighting system for interior spaces. By adhering to the site's topography and integrating
purposeful design elements, we aimed to create a space honoring the past while offering a
meaningful journey for visitors. The juxtaposition of the memorial's form against the landscape
underscores historical tension and commemorated resilience. The pathway through the
exhibition symbolizes the soldiers' journey and spirit of resistance and sacrifice. The memorial
is a testament to the Montenegrin army's strength and fortitude forever etched into the
defended landscape.
