Conceptul propus se bazeaza pe evidentierea calitatilor existente ale spatiului locativ aflat intr-
o cladire rezidentiala din Timisoara, cu mari suprafete vitrate. Astfel, propunerea arhitecturala
deschisa, permeabila in privinta privelistii exterioare, se evidentiaza printr-un contrast fin de
suprafete mate, texturate rugos si accente metalice aurii. Formele organice, cromatica subtila
si detaliile vegetale creeaza o atmosfera interioara calda, definita prin serenitate si lirica
arhitecturala fin melodioasa. Detaliile interioare sunt metafore ale unor locuri importante din
punct de vedere personal pentru beneficiari. Astfel, suprafetele longitudinale verzi curg vizual,

facand trimitere la un rau pe langa care acestia au copilarit. Pietrele de pe mal apar atat la

nivelul pardoselii, prin intermediul unor elemente grele, masive, cat si la la partea superioara,
sugerate fiind, intr-o maniera antigravitationald, de corpurile de iluminat si detaliile organice
luminoase, transparente, usoare.

The proposed concept is based on highlighting the existing qualities of the interior space in a
residential building in Timisoara, with large glazed areas. Thus, the open architectural proposal,
permeable to the exterior view, is highlighted by a fine contrast of matte, rough textured
surfaces and golden metallic accents. Organic forms, subtle chromaticism and vegetal details
create a warm interior atmosphere, defined by serenity and finely melodious architectural
lyricism. The interior details are metaphors of places that are personally important to the
clients. Thus, the green longitudinal surfaces visually flow, referring to a river by which they

grew up. The stones on the shore appear both at floor level, through heavy, massive elements,
and at the top, suggested, in an antigravitational way, by organic light fixtures and light,
transparent details. The circles integrated into the design point out brass accents, while
playing with brushed metallic planes and volumes. The paintings are also personalized visual
representations of the map of the clients’ birthplace, which were graphically reinterpreted.
Through silence and light, while inviting the Bega banks and its lush vegetation into its interior,
this lieu becomes a personal oasis, defining a subtly melodic calm.
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
