RoDescrierea proiectului in limba materna HVUA projekt leirdsa a palydzé anyanyelvén SRBQpis projekta na maternjem jeziku

Cladirea care gazduieste restaurantul este localizata in centrul municipiului Campulung
Moldovenesc si dateaza de la inceputul secolului al XX-lea. Cu ajutorul fotografiilor istorice, a
cartilor postale si a reclamelor din perioada interbelica am putut sa identificam mai multe
etape in cadrul evolutiei cladirii. in ghidul turistic, balnear si climatic al judetului CAmpulung
din anul 1935, am descoperit o reclama ce face referire la cladire si la proprietarul ei, dr.
I.Svoracovschi. La acea vreme, cladirea gazduia o pensiune cunoscuta sub numele de "Park",
oferind oaspetilor 14 camere confortabile, orientate favorabil si inconjurate de o gradina vasta
privata. Odata cu decretul de nationalizare al imobilelor din 1950, cladirea a fost rechizitionata,

gradina privata a fost transformata in parc public, finisajele interioare au fost desfacute iar
incaperile au fost adaptate noii functiuni (Casa Pionierilor). Dupa revolutie in cladire a
functionat Clubul Copiilor iar apoi a fost retrocedata proprietarilor de drept. in anul 2022 dupa
o perioada in care a fost inchisa, la initiativa a doi antreprenori locali, a inceput un proces de
reabilitare a constructiei, ce a presupus schimbarea functiunii dar si punerea in valoare a
spatiului verde din fata cladirii. Interventia s-a rezumat la pastrarea volumetriei originale si la
revenirea imaginii din perioada interbelica. Interventiile noi au fost marcate distinct pentru a
reflecta diferitele etape din evolutia cladirii.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION IN ENGLISH

The building that houses the restaurant is located in the center of Campulung Moldovenesc
and dates back to the early 20th century. Historical photographs, postcards, and
advertisements from the interwar period were used to identify several stages in the building's
evolution. In the 1935 tourist, spa, and climate guide of Campulung County, an advertisement
referring to the building and its owner, Dr. I. Svoracovschi, was discovered. At that time, the
building hosted a guesthouse known as "Park," offering guests 14 comfortable rooms,
favorably oriented and surrounded by a vast private garden. In 1950, the building was

requisitioned and transformed into a Pioneers' House after the decree of nationalization of
properties. After the revolution, it housed the Children's Club and was later returned to the
rightful owners. In 2022, a rehabilitation process was initiated by two local entrepreneurs after
a period of being closed. The intervention aimed to change the building's function and enhance
the green space in front of it, while preserving the original volumetry and restoring the image
from the interwar period. New interventions were distinctly marked to reflect the different
stages in the building's evolution.
